Message To: Rep team coaches, Tier 1 and Tier 2 Directors, KMBA Board, KMBA office

Coaches/Parents/Business Mangers of Rep Teams:

Please consider the following with respect to our new uniforms this year.

1) There should be no names put on the backs of uniforms this year. The reason for this is that we need to be consistent in the lettering font and size. This must happen because some players may be on other teams next year and the mix in the uniforms will be too noticeable. If it is absolutely necessary to put names on, the work needs to be done through our uniform supplier at Sportco. They will ensure that the fonts and lettering are the same. (Sir Names Only are Permitted)
2) KMBA is paying for all the coach’s uniforms this year and they will become property of KMBA if the coach leaves. (That is just the gray outer uniform.) Therefore, absolutely no coach’s name should be put on any of the coach’s uniforms.

3) It is the decision of the board that sponsor’s names are not to be put on the outside gray uniform at anytime. The sponsor’s names can be put on banners and the yellow under shirts to advertise their support of the team.

4) Full uniforms are to be worn in all of your games during this playing season. Teams should not be on the field playing with just a numbered yellow T shirt worn by the players.

Please note: It is NOT the team or parent responsibility to purchase wind suits or jackets for the coaches. This is a budget issue that all parents on the team would need to approve. These items are personal to the coaches and therefore should be purchased by the coaches if they so choose. Basically the team budget is for the kids not the coaches except for some NECESSARY expenses related to the actual games. These also should be an approved budget items where all parents have a vote.  See our Budget Policy.
